It
discusses rasa (sentiment), aucitya (decorum), alankaras (poetic embellishments), and
possible influence of the vernacular. In the fourth article, Dr. K. Vidyuta covers another
unique angle from Samaskrutam literature (i.e.) Mechanical Devices (Yantras), their
concepts, features, design and applications! This article is titled, “King Bhoja’s

Knowledge of Yantras (Mechanical Devices) in Samarangana Sutradhara”.
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Part 2, the Sanaatana Dharma (SD) section contains five articles. The SD section
begins with an article written in Telugu - “Ekaadasha Dwaarapuravaasi — Brahmamu
Vishvaroopi” by Dr. S(T) Visalakshi. It describes the body as a castle for Brahman with
many entrances. It reminds us of the passage in Sri Dakshinamurthi Stotram - “A lamp
inside a pot with many holes spreads light in all directions; Wisdom of Brahman that
emanates from within through the sense organs is the cause of our throbbing
enlightenment”.
